Dismissal Policy

Please see our dismissal form and choose the way you want your child to
be dismissed by our teachers. For the safety of our students, we
recommend that all first, second and third level students must be picked
up in their classrooms. For parents coming inside for a pick up, remember
7:30 PM is when doors will be unlocked. If you authorize someone else to
pick up your child, you have to state in writing, signing and dating the
name of that person and handle to the teacher. It can be done in our
forms or in another paper when needed.
